So what is this new course and what is it all about?

This is a really exciting opportunity to take part in an exciting new course
that gives you the opportunity to explore design. It allows you to use lots
of different media such as crayon, collage, paint, water colours and
much more.

Why is this course different from Graphics Product?

GCSE Graphics Design is all about designing a two dimensional product
such as a poster or a CD cover or a club flyer. It is very much about learning
what makes something visually eye-catching through the use of lots of
different medias as mentioned above. Graphics Product requires you to
research a particular area such as shop front design. Through the
means of market research you work through a folder to come up with
a final concept. That final concept has to be made as a 3D Model.

I What do | have to do to pass this GCSE? I

Obviously you have to work hard and have a reasonable level of drawing
skills. Over the two years you will only have to finish three projects
altogether. This will account for 60%6 of your marks. Then there will be an
end of year exam worth 40% — but NOT a written paper. The exam will be
based on you designing an item such as a CD cover or similar design briefs.

The Diploma will take up the same time as two options (6 periods) and will be taught
on a Tuesday. You will also be able to choose two other subjects from the option
columns

What is this course about?

The diplomas are a new qualification , with the principal learning equivalent to 5 GCSEs at
Intermediate level. They are not a training course but the IT diploma will give students a
realistic experience of organisational life and the role that IT plays in it. It will equip them with
a range of skills vital to success in within any organisation.
